Family
1. The family, a basic social group united through bonds of kinship or marriage, has been present
in all societies. Ideally, the family provides its members with protection, companionship,
security, and socialization. The structure of the family and the needs that the family fulfils vary
from society to society. The nuclear family — two adults and their children — is the main unit in
some societies. In others, it is a subordinate part of an extended family, which also consists of
grandparents and other relatives. A third family unit is the single-parent family, in which
children live with an unmarried, divorced, or widowed mother or farther.
2. Historical studies have shown that family structure has been less changed by urbanization and
industrialization than was once supposed. The nuclear family was the most prevalent pre-
industrial unit and is still the basic unit of social organization. The modern family differs from
earlier traditional forms, however, in its functions, composition, and life cycle and in the roles of
husbands and wives.
3. The only function of the family that continues to survive all change is the provision of
affection and emotional support by and to all its members, particularly infants and young
children. Specialized institutions now perform many of the other functions that were once
performed by the agrarian family: economic production, education, religion, and recreation. Jobs
are usually separate from the family group; family members often work in different occupations
and in locations away from the home. Education is provided by the state or by private
groups. The family is still responsible for the socialization of children.

The Law and the Family
1. Beyond the mere function of providing a new generation of children, the family is often
promoted for its moral contribution to society. Despite a growing labor shortage, the Japanese
government has passed very little legislation challenging the assumption that mothers should
stay at home rather than go out to work. In Ireland, which is strongly influenced by the doctrines
of the Catholic Church, divorce remains illegal.
2. In some societies the family is thought to be so important that there is very little legal
intervention in family life. In many Islamic countries, for example, fathers, brothers and sons are

allowed considerable authority over the females in their family. As late as the 1970s, the male
head of the household in Switzerland was deemed to represent the interests of everyone within
that household, and, consequently, none of the women could vote in national elections.

3. But in many parts of the world, the law now promotes the rights of individuals within the
family unit, and regulates family relations through legislation. Raised from the taxes of the
working population as a whole, child benefit is paid directly to the mother, and retirement
pensions are paid to grandparents, so that they are less dependent upon financial support from a
family member. In Sweden, parents can be prosecuted for physically punishing their children and
children have a limited capacity to divorce their parents. In Britain, as in many countries, there
are special family courts with very strong powers to control and transfer private property in the
interests of children. Much of the work of other courts is also directly relevant to family life.

What is law?

1. The English word "law" means various forms of behavior. Some laws are descriptive: they
simply describe how people, or even natural phenomena, usually behave. An example is the law
of gravity; another is laws of economics. Other laws are prescriptive — they prescribe how people
ought to behave. For example, the speed limits are laws that prescribe how fast we should drive.

2. In all societies, relations between people are regulated by prescriptive laws. Some of them
are customs - that is informal rules of social and moral behavior. Some are rules we accept if we
belong to particular social and cultural groups. And some are laws made by nations and enforced
against all citizens.

3. Customs need not be made by governments, and they need not be written down. We learn
how we are to behave in society through the instruction of family and teachers, the advice of
friends, etc. Sometimes, we can break these rules without any penalty. But if we continually
break the rules, other members of society may criticize us, or refuse to have anything to do with
us. The rules of social instructions are more formal than customs, carrying penalties for those
who break them. Sports clubs, for example, often have detailed rules for their members. But if a
member breaks a rule and refuses to accept any punishment, the club may ask him or her to leave
the club.

4. However, when governments make laws for their citizens, they use a system of courts and
the police to enforce these laws. Of course, there may be instances where the law is not enforced
against someone - such as when young children commit crimes, or when certain people are able
to escape justice by using their money or influence.

Sex Roles in America

1. Historians have argued that the early colonists in this country granted women a higher
status than they had held in England. One reason for the break with English custom was the
importance of women's labor in colonial times. Each family had to be virtually self-sufficient, so
the work of both sexes was vitally important.

2. In the nineteenth century middle-class women did not work outside the home. Economic
and political doings were men's responsibilities; the domestic side of life was the domain of
women. The family was regarded as a kind of retreat from the stress and tension of the workaday
world; a good wife provided an atmosphere of tranquility, affection, and warmth.

3. During the mid-nineteenth century the western migration, the abortion and social-reform
movement, the Civil War, missionary activity, and industrialism had the combined effect of
undermining the cult of True Womanhood by involving women in activities outside the
home. Yet despite the departure of many women from family-centered concerns, our gender
ideals and attitudes about sex roles are still rooted in the nineteenth-century belief in the
«rightness» of man-as-provider, woman-as-homemaker.

4. Today, although these stereotypes persist, they have been weakened by several
forces. One of the truths that has emerged from psychological research is that there is no such
thing as a «pure» masculine personality or a «pure» feminine personality. There are traits of
autonomy and dependency, aggression and passivity, in all of us, male and female. Any given
personality is a complex mix of all these traits. Another factor that has weakened stereotypes
about the sexes is the realization that the stereotypes are not «natural» but, rather, are created by
the society.
